Turn into a shallow 9" ovenproof plate; mould to
form base.

L, Top potato mixture with slices of tomatoes, then sprinkle
chopped bacon on top.

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An Occasional Series on Parish Council Activities.

Among the topics discussed at the Parish Council meeting on the 23rd.
September were:

Traffic on Moat Lane and Lines Hill : There had been no response from the
County Council to a further protest letter from the Parish Council. The
possibility of a footpath appears unlikely as does the creation of a 3Om.p.h.

limit, but the Parish Council would continue to try and hound the County
into some constructive action.

The Future Management of the Church Room : This was the major topic of the
evening with the discission being opened by the Rector. He explained that

the P.C.C. was anxious that the Room should become a major village asset

and responsibility; but, because of the terms of the original bequest,the
Church had to have an oversight of whatever system of management was adopted.
After a lengthy debate it was resolved that :

a Management Committee be established to be responsible for the
running and maintanance of the Church Room;

the Committee to be elected initially at a special public meeting
on 21st. October at 8.00 p.m. in the Church Room, and there-
after elected each year at the Annual Parish Meeting;

the Chairman of the Management Committee will, by constitution,
be the Rector of the Parish.

Best Kept Village : How did we loose? A fair question and the Clerk promised
to try and obtain the detailed scoring from the organisers so that whatever
went wrong can be put right next year. ‘

I've come to the conclusion that it is much easier to'be & Christisn in
the town than it is in the country. Villages are often attractive places

in which to live, but they can also provide many pitfalls for the
unwary resident,

I know from experience that it is much easier to be a parish priest in
the town. When he is under pressure, the town priest can hide behind
groups and committees. He can lick his wounds in & degree of privacy.
Eis mietakes are covered by the hustle and bustle of urban life. Sadly,
however, he is mostly unknown by the msjority of his psarishioners.

Not so the country parson. Almost everyone knows him, or thinks they do.
He is ?ertainly much more accessible, easier to criticise and even
attacke '

But, snyway, it's true for ell of us who live in rural communities - we
are under constant scrutiny. We know each others's business without

so much ms trying. Relationships are more intense. Friends seem to
fell out more quickly snd enemies are made even more speedily. A high
well round the garden or net curtains at the windows cannot separate us
frow our neighbours, even if we wanted to. :

Thne conseguence of this is that some folk will use their home in the
country s & kind of dormitory and, more probably, & weekend retreat,
They have romantiz ideas of picturesque rurel 1life, but they will spend
lots of time trying to get sway from the nitty-gritty of that kind of
1ife, Sonetimes this is inevitable becsuse work takes them away.
Sonmetimes it'e delibersate to avoid involvement.

This is disasterous for village life. For the Christian Churches it csn
heve & distressing result. Farticularly is this so when (often) sincere
christiasns forsake their own village churches for worship centres in

the townse.

1t is understandasble, There is s mini-revival of Churchgoing in many of
our towns and cities at this present time., It can be easier to worship
there, In & church with lots of people and the emotional thrill . of many
voices, there is much to excite the worshipper. Whether that kind of
excitement snd thrill mekes worship more valid is an interesting question.

There ie slso the attrsction in large corgregations for those who seek
snonymity. To enter a villege church is usually to Tfind an izmedisate
welcome for the casual worshipper or stranger. Some folk like to
creep in and out without being seeni

But whetever the resson for thie pilgrimasge to the towns 1t does nothing
but hars to the Christian witness, for the resl battle for the defence
of the Fsith can be seen in our village. In smell communities we are at
et the gharp end, for if love 1s ever needed it is certainly needed here.
we ere often in the hottest part of the battle sgainst evil, end the
wounde can be severe, Becsuse of our closeness to each other, the fight
vith the devil cen be ‘hand-to-hend'.... whereas in an urban setting the
rissiles can be fired at = distance!

No, it's not always easy to be s Christian in & village, especially if
vou see your vocation clesrly in the plece where you live, and you
Gon't attempt to contract out. Jealousy, emnity and feuds can be
novering on your doorstep. But 1if you 'stend in the strength which
Christ supplies', therewards are considerable.
