FOR

FOOTPATH AND BRIDLEWAY WALKING

Following recent complaints regarding various matters on footpaths
I thought the following might help us all to enjoy our rights of

way :

Footpaths are a public right of way and may be used by people on

foot only.

Bridleways are a public right of way and may be used by persons on
foot; by horse riders and even pedal cyclists,but not

motor bikes or cars.

The Country Code

Walkers should abide by the Country Code. Its rules
are few and simple, and by observing them rigidly w=
canall help to preserve the countryside and an
atmosphere of trust between town and country
dwellers.

Protect wildlife, plants, arid

The Walker and the Law ~7

@ You are only entitled to walk on the footpath ot
bridleway, not on adjacent land. Even in remote
country you do nothave the right to camp, light fives,
pick flowers, or leave rubbish. This applies to fellsand
moorland, and is especially important in farmland
and forests.

@® Close all farm gates and keep dogs under control.
@ Ifamarked path passes through a field of corn you

are entitled to follow it, but make sure you do as little
damage as possible.

Safety in the Hills

@ Do not walk alone until you are sufficiently
experienced and confident. Know your own
limitations - and adhere to them.

® Do not go into new terrain unprepared. Plan each
expedition adequately with map and compass. Find
out the best access and escape routes.

# Itis advisable to walk in company. Three isa good
number: if an emergency arises, one person can go
for help while the other stays with the injured person.

@ Ery on the side of caution when planning a walk, in
terms of both distance and weather conditions.
Remeniber that the weather can change rapidly at
high altitudes.

@ Alwaysleave word of your destination and
intended route before setting out into the hills. If you
cannot inform someone at your base, then evena
e aitached to the windscreen of your car will do.

# Make sine you carry emergency survival gear:
gxlea waim cothing, quick-energy laods (e.g.
chocolate), means of making a hot drink, a first-aid kit,
whiistle, and torch.

® Memorize the recognized distress signal: sixlong
flaskes or six long whistle blasts in quick succession,
followed by a pause of one minute.

@ Ifyou get bo a difficult situation, the thing isnotto
panic. Stop, think, then take appropriate action. Above
all, do not rush down the mountain — this could get
youinto even more trouble. Stay put, find shelter if
you can, keep warm, and wait for help to come.

Obstructipns such as dangerous animals,barbed wire;misleading signs or harass-—
ment are’ 1llegal and should be reported to either the County Council (Footpath
Officer) or to the Ramblers Association, giving if possible the path number or
grid reference.Farmers may plough footpaths that cross their land but must re-

instate them within two weeks.,

Stiles and footbridges can only be erected with the permission of the highway
authority, unless the landowner has always had the right to do so; highway au-
thorities erect footpath signs, which must state whether it is a footpath or
bridleway. They may also erect further waymark signs to help people find the

correct line of the path.

The Countryside and Wildlife Act 1981 states that it is a punishable offence
to keep a bull in a field crossed by a public footpath, but there are certain
exceptions. These are: a bull under 11 months or those that do not belong to a
recognised dairy breed, so long as they are accompanied by cows or heifers
(recognised dairy breeds are: Ayrshire; Guernsey; Jersey; British Friesians

or Shorthorn).

VILLAGE CRICHET

Cricket is one of the long established games for inter village competition.
Teams have always liked to travel in daylight and in those days when the
horse dominated transport, the journey itself could take up to two or three
hours out of the day.Add to this the fact that cricket requires an unspeci-
fied amount of time,as well as good weather,and you can see that a match
could only take place in the summer months.Those long summer evenings also
allowed the two sides to indulge in the other time honoured pursuits at the
local pub and still have time to struggle home before darkness descended.

The spirit of the village game has changed little over the centuries as the
report below,from the Bucks Advertiser & Aylesbury News of 5th.August 1854,
amply testifies.

The Estone Chronicles
A HISTORY OF THE CHURCH AND VILLAGE OF ASTON ABBOTTS
by Shirley Ford

PART THREE

After the death of the third Earl of Chesterfield in 1726 the
patronage of the Church went to his second son Hon. William
Stanhope and remained with him until his death in 1772 childless.
The patronage then passed to his brother Philip Earl of
Chesterfield. 1In 1823 George Earl of Chesterfield presented
Philip Strong as the vicar. In 1830 a new vicarage was built. A
building called the Independant Chapel was built in 1839 to seat
200. The population at this time was about 300.

In October 1843 Sir James Clark Ross married and he and his wife
moved into Aston House later that year. Between 1844 - 49 he was
away on several expeditions around the world.. After his last
journey in 1849 he returned home for good and he and his wife
continued to live at Aston House and had one girl and three boys.
Lady Ross died in January 1857 and Sir James Clark Ross died 1in
April 1862. In June of the same year all the house effects and
objects were sold over 4 days and raised over £700. There was at
this time a National School a small plain building situated on the
village green with between 40 - 50 children attending it. Near
the school were 5 ancient cottages which were given rent free to
poor persons. Also in 1862 the Primitive Methodist Chapel was
built. At this time the women and children were employed in
making lace and strawplaiting,.mainly strawplaliting and selling
these items at Aylesbury and Winslow market. In 1865 the middle
part of the church was destroyed by fire. Exactly one year later
the church was rededicated by the Bishop of Oxford Samuel
Wilberforce on Whitsun Tuesday May 22nd. 1866. The restoration
cost £1100. The East Window is dedicated to Sir James Clark RoOsS
and Lady Ross. The vicar at this time was John Thornton who
raised the money for the East Window from the Ross family. Total
cost of restoration £1230.3.11d.

In 1874 Lord Overstone was living in the Abbey and he gave the
money and land for a new school. The old school and cottages were
knocked down because the land they stood on was sold, I believe
this was church land.

In 1898 the Church Room was built. The population was 290.

STOKE POGES CHURCH.

The rude forefathers of the hamlet

still sleep in elegiac peace in

their Buckinghamshire churchyard

THE simple little church
of St Giles, Stoke Poges,
with its stumpy tower, is
famous not for 1tsclf but

because it inspired one of

the best-loved poems in the
English language, Thomas
Gray’s ‘Elegy in a Country
Churchyard’. Gray’s moth-
er lived nearby and the poet
courted a girl who lived at
the Elizabethan manor
house near the church.
Today a long path lcads
through two lychgates to the
church, running betwecen
rose bushes and tombstones
later than Gray’s time.
Dorothy Gray, the poct’s
mother, and her unmarried
sister, Mary Antrobus, were
buricd in a brick tomb
which stands just outside
the eastern wall of the

church. Gray himself was

laid to rest with them there
when his time came, in
1771.

In a field at one side of the
churchyard is the Gray

monument (NT), designed
by James Wyatt and erected
in 1799. A sarcophagus

.stands on a rather squat
pillar, inscribed with melan-
choly lines from the poem
(‘the paths of glory lead but
to the grave’).

At the other side, with a
separate entrance at Church
Cottage, are the extensive
memorial gardens which
wére laid out in the 1930s,
partly to save the land closc
to the church from ugly
development. The architect
was Edward White. There
are no tombstones, but un-
obrusive plaques record the
names of those buried or
remembered herc. There are
rose gardens, rock gardens,
a lake with a little bridge by
Humphry Repton, and in a
dell bright with daffodils in
spring an impressive oak
tree thought to be 700 years
or more old.

Stoke Poges Buckinghamshire is
3 miles north of Slough, off B416.

PART SEVEN: HALTON HOUSE

Just about the time that Anthony Rothschild and his family were settling-in at
Aston Clinton Limnel Rothschifd,his brothen,was buying several hundred acres of
Land at nearnby Halton.Though there was no house on the site (this was not to be
built fon another thinty years) the result was that the two estates 'marnched’
side by side (as estate agents tenm it) so making the §inst Rothschild nesidence
adjoin the Last Rothschild nesidence.

In 1879 Alined Charles Rothschild inherited the Halton estate,and in 18§81 began
the building of his own Halton House,eventually completed in July 1883.This was
built in the newly popular French 'chateau' style which had §inst been seen in
the county at Waddesdon a few years earlien.The. great housewarming party took
pLace on Saturday 19th. January 1884 and,as a cloke friend of Alfred at Cambridge
and elsewhene,the Prince of Wales himself was the guest of honour.He arrnived by
Royal train at Tring and the procession took an howr Zo reach Halton through
avenues of men and boys holding Lanterns and Lighted torches.Hal§ the haut-monde
0 Euwrope had been invited and included the Prince of Saxe Coburg-Gotha,the
Duchess of Manchesten,lady Warwick and many othens.

The design of Halton had been Left to an English §ium of architects,Cubitts,and
was not 1o everyone's Liking.It was Less onnate and ostentatious than Waddesdon
but with Little taste.The Winter Gardens,at the west end,were the Last stage zo

be completed.With two Large domes and seven satellite domes the Gardens wene to

be a special feature of tae house.There were plenty of crnitics of this new and
vast mansion.Sin Algernon West (GLadstone's private secnetany) described it as

'an exagerrated nightmare of senseless and L8~ pplied magnificence'.Llady Balfour
was even more scathing.She described Halton and its decor as 'a combination of a
French chateau and a gambling house.Inside it 4is badly pLanned and gaudily decor-
ated ... Eye hath not seen non pen can wiite the ghastly coanseness of the sight!’
In fainness it should be said that much of this venom sprang §rom the anti-Semitism
of the age.lady Wawick,a close §riend 0f the Prince of Wales,was to say Later
that Victonian society nesented the Jews and resented his Royal Highness's §riend-
ship with them,not as individuals but because they had brains and made money.As
Lady Warwick remarked,neferring 2o her own social background,"As a class we did
not Like brains.As for money,our onty understanding of it Lay in spending of it,
not in the making of Ait."

Nevertheless Habton House heceived many visitorns over the yearns.AlLfred,with his
Love of music,was attracted to composens and performens and welcomed Dame Nellie
MeLba on many occasions,as welf as the Abbe Liszt in the Last yean of the com-
poser's Life.locally Mi.ALfred was known for 40 called 'adoration weekends'.These
dnvolved inviting three on foun close men f/lends fon the weekend as well as one
0f the well known beauties of the day.She would 'entertain' the men and Leave,on
the Monday on Tuesday,with a magnificent gift donated by her grateful admirens.
On one oceasion the rapacious and miserly Lily Langtry was the 'guest of honourn'
(hough hardty the night phrase) and picked up a Lowis XVI snufg-box §rom a table,
announcing that she would take this as henr gift.When she Left she was neminded of
hen 'mistake',the snuff-box retrnieved and Liky neven invited to a Rothschilds
house again.

The Rothschild connection with Gunnersbury began 150 years ago in 1835, when
Nathan Mayer, founder of the British branch of the famous merchant bank, purchased
Gunnersbury Park as a country residence, only seven miles from the family houses
in Piccadilly. It was the first of the many great estates which the Rothschilds bought
up, particularly in the Aylesbury Vale. By this time the name Rothschild had already
become synonymous with wealth. The exhibition explains some of the mystique behind
this remarkable family who rose¢ from humble origins in a Frankfurt ghetto to being
leading financiers to the British and many foreign governments.

Nathan noever survived to enjoy the beauties of Gunnersbury Park, which under the
care of his widow and descendants, was greatly developed and enchanted their many
visitors, among whom werce royalty. The running of the estate itself had considerable
influcnce on local trade and empioyment. The exhibition will also reflect the family's
philanthropic work locally, in the Buckinghamshire estates and especially within the
Anglo-Jewish community as a whole, over which they presided for much of the 19th
century, endowing synagogues, schools, hospitals. Like a number of other Anglo-
Jewish gentry of the time, the Rothschilds worked hard for the emancipation of Jews
in England, indced Nathan's son Lioncl was the first Jewish MP, his grandson the
first Jewish Peer, entering the House of Lords 100 years ago.

Gunnersbury Park was sold in 1925 and is now owned by the London Boroughs of
Ealing and Hounslow. The residue of the estate which had been greatly extendoed Ly
the Rothschilds was mainly sold for housing. The Museum occupies part of the famil:
finely decorated mansion.

Alfred was one of the few Rothschilds who both made money in Lange quantities and
spent it equally Lavishly - wsually the Rothschilds conformed to one pattern on
Zhe other.Alfned was the §inst Jewish directon 04 the Bank of England,a directon
0f the Tate Gallery and also the. financial 'angel' behind many of the shows at
the Gaiety THeatre in London duiing the palmy Edwardian era 0f the Ampresario,
Geonge Edwardes.He took an active part in the Rothschild bank (though,in truth,
he anrived at the bank at 10 a.m.,took Lunch from noon to 2 p.m. and went home
again ail 3 p.m.) though he did not keep his directonship of the Bank 0§ England
forn Long owing to an unpleasant incident over a picture.Alfred used his bank's
private information to §ind out how much a dealer had pald forn it before agreeing
Zo buy it.This figure was 80 much Lower than the figure the dealern had told Alfnred
he had paid for it that Alfred,in a rage,went round London Trumpetting the fact
that the dealer was a crook.Soon affewands it was suggested he nesigned his dix-
ectonship.

Weekends at Haliton,even if it was not an 'adonation' weekend,wene quite strenuous.
Dinner was never served befone 10 p.m. as Alfred,Like all the Rothschilds,was kind
and considerate to his staff and insisted that they all had thein own evening meal
before preparing and serving that of his guesits.In the winter,the meal being oven
about midnigh:,the assembled company were ushered into the Winter Gardens where,
unden the huge dome,ALfred, aniayed in tails and wielding a baton,would conduct his
own symphony onchestra untif the small hours.In summen A was no betten,for at mid-
night the guests were taken into the famous Halton Woods where,in a Large clearing,
thein host,this time dressed in scanlet Tails and carnying a whip,would ornganise a
cincus and put various wild beasts through thein paces.Many are the tails 04 Zhe
opulence of Halton and the generous treatment 0f guests.One gavowrite anecdote
relates how a Lady of means went to sLeep one night with hen hand outside the
counterpane.When she awoke next moning it had been manicwried!

Durning the §irnst workd war the woodlands of Halton were cut down to provide pit
props and Alfred gave the Land to the War Office as an encampment forn troops.laten
An the war it was taken over by the Royal Flying Conps (Later the RAF) and today,
of course,is the Largest apprentice raining depot of the RAF .in the Commonwealith.
The house 4is the officens’ mess and closed to the public.Algred died in 1916 and
Left (no doubt with some nefuctance) £10 million. Half this amount he bequeathed to
a Lady young enough to be his daughten, Almina, Countess of Carnarvon.latern it was
rtevealed that this Lady was,in fact,his Allegitimate daughten,ithe mothen being
possibly the famous dancen TilLy Losch as the nesult of an 'adoration' weebkend.
The Countess's husband, Lond Carnanvon,was an enthusiastic amatewr EgyptoLogist

and friend of Howard Carten,the. gamous professional Egyptologist.Mosz 04 this f§dive
million pound inheritance went ito finance the great expedition to the Valley of
Kings in Egypt near Thebes ,nesulting in the discoverny of Tutankamun's gfabulous
tomb Late An 1922.But in February 1923 Lord Carnarvon was struck down by a mysten-
Aous respiratony illness and died,so (people said) proving the existenmce of the
Cunse of the Pharaohs.This is yel another indication of the good use to which the
Rothschild money was put.The present head of the family,lond Vieton Rothschild, s
most insistent that those who wiite on talk about his family should remind those
who are interested of the contribution Rothschifd money has made Zo the sciences,
Lo the ants and to histony,which it has altered Ain its time.Today the only Roths-
chidd Living in Buckinghamshine is tvelyn at Ascott (though,of cowrse, a Rothschitd
widow £ives at Eythrope).We should be proud that such an LLLustrious family has
fdved 4n our county forn well over a century,and grateful to them fon the benegits
they have brought.

July 1985 A MESSAGE FROM TUE RECTOR Td. Aylesbury 681623

While standing in a queue fur refreshments after my Induction in October
1981, two parishioners were overheard discussing me - their new vicar.
"He doesn't seem too bad on firat sight," said one. "No", replied the
other, "but, of course, we would have preferred someone & bit younger."

When this conversation was relayed to me, sometime later, I immediately
did some running-on-the-spot, polished my wooden leg, combed out my
toupee, and rushed to renew my denture water. Then, reflecting sadly

that there was nothing more for me to do, and, hoping that middle-age'ish
had its compensations, I set about ignoring the conversation that I should
not have heard, snyway. 'Perhaps,'I said to myself,' the folks here might
not find me too bad on "second sight" .,

Since that time, nearly four years ago, I can safely say that I have

felt just as much,or more at home and pastorally accepted,here,than I have
in any other of the six parishes in which I have served. And I know this
goes for wire, Sheila, as well. Mind you (and this is shere coincidence

I can assure you) neither she nor I have ever been so consistently ill sand
in and out of hospitals since we came to live among you. But in so many
different ways you have responded to our need magnificently.

Many of you have referred kindly to my ministry during a recent spell of
hospitilisation: but it works BOTH WAYS, you know. So I'm glad this
month to offer gratitude for all thet has been done, and in so many
different ways for us, during s series of "misfortunes' in the Rectory
household. Our undying gratitude to so many willing "chauffeurs".

Several members of Cublington PCC came to our aid after Sheila's illness
last year and rescued her gardsn "welcome bed" at the Rectory gate from
returning to nature. These, also, have come to Wingrave this 'season to
keep thimgs tidy. Our next-door-neighbours-but-one hsve lcoasned their aon
from time to time on a sit-on mowsr to keep &t by the 'acrer'® of rrons
where wild animals might have been lurking. Thus enabling a 'wounded'
rector to keep oitt of the way while his son, in turn, using our non-sit-
on-mower kept the lawns to a semi-bowling green appearance. And, by the
time you read this the Wingrave Church Fete should have been held in the

arden, here... Others, I know, will have helped to make this a possib-
ility. My grateful thsnks to them also.

But, to return to my opening theme. For, when Church Councils are asked
during & vacancy by the Bishop to ssy what kind of priest they need,
invariably they ask for 'someone young and married! - among other, 8ome-
times, fantastic requests! It's very understandable to ask for 'someone
young',as hard-working Church members will be looking for relief from
many chores.  However, there are two sides to each coin.

When I was a young incumbent, I was often told by older parishioners

(not always in so many words) thst I was too young end inexperienced to
be much help (and sometimes in so many words). Now I am older, inevitably,
I'm 8till not in touch with ewverybody.

We've been hearing at the festivals from those preparing for ordination.
Their job, above all others, will be to ENABLE the Church to be the Church.
Young or older, pray for their rssponse to God's call who has heen faith-
to call them and will be faithful to the end.(1 Thessalonians 5(23,24)).

Meanwhile, I don't need a wooden leg, yet, but there are one or two other
rgids" which I might not find too unacceptable.
