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RECTOR'S REPORT

When I was e young curate, I was rather taken back when the vicar, with
whom I worked, said: 'The Bishop is coming for Confirmation on...see
You had better get me a dogen or so candidates', I had always thought
that Confirmation should be based on a request from the candidate
rather than on a demand from the vicar., But we know that, unless some
pressure is applied by someone, Very few yomug people will come

forward by themselves,

With the passage of time, the problem hes grown. The changing pattern
of Sunday has all but killed the Sunday Schools. There are now so
many other tempting things for the children to do, and it is hardly
surprising that we see so few children in Church, and, in some places,
Gorf irmation is still seen as the 'Church leaving Exam'. This may be
partly because there has been no obvious link between the Confirmation
classes and the things which the young people feel ‘matter'. To be
honest; the Creed, the Lord's Prayer and the Ten Commandments, together
with 'How to behave in Church', do not sit easily with Neighbours and
Top of the Pops., There are links - quite strong links - but they ere
often too subtle for the youngsters to see,

Then there is still that tradition that Confirmation is something that
must be 'Done' as part of the process of growing up. That it is
something that is 'socially useful' to save embarassment in later life,
although I cannot, for the life of me, see whys

Many of today's parents have not been Confirmed, so it is not surprising
that they do not encourage their children to be Confirmed, Godparents,
too, seem to have changed in status. They are now seen as 'Substitute
parents in case of emergercy' and providers of presents rather than
playing an active role in ensuring that those for whom they act are
'Brought up as Christians within the family of the Church'.

So, who is to blame? We all are! And we find ourselves caught in an
almost impossible dilemna, On the one hand we don't want to force
people into making a prafession of faith which they cannot wholely
accept, On the other, if we don't actively promote Confirmation, we

are making the decline in Church membership more critical,

There will be a preliminary meeting for those who are thinking about
Confirmation (and for those who are having pressure applied!) at
7.30pm on Tuesday 24th July at the Rectory.

1 imagine many of you will be wondering what goes on down at the
"Hay Barn Business Park" and who are Welch Allyn U.K. Ltd.

In fact we only own the end unit of four, but it must look from
the outside as if we own the whole building (at least that's the
intention!). We were the first to move in, back in October last
year, we used to have neighbours in the end unit, but they moved
out a few weeks ago and I'm told the remaining twc units will be
occupied very soOn.

Welch Allyn U.K.Ltd. is a subsidiary company of Welch Allyn Inc.
in the U.S.A., a family owned company manufacturing diagnostic
instruments for the medical profession. We don‘t manufacture here
in Aston Abbotts but we distribute the company’'s products all
over Britain.

All our staff are British, with four area managers based around
the country and a team of six here at Aston Abbotts. From hereg we
also handle all the company's business in Scandinavia, the
Middle-East, and Africa so some of us are overseas for much of
the time.

Our local employees are Emma, our secretary, who lives in
Wingrave and Ivor, our storekeeper, who lives in Wing. Paul, who

can be seen. The building was given to the nation by Lord
Lee of Fareham in 1917 as a country house for the prime
minister of the day. Itis a 16th century brick mansion on the
site of a much older building.

Victory Orive Cheguers

Walk along the edge of the wood and then turn left across
the fields towards the lodge gates. Cross the private drive.
which is lined with beech trees planted by Winston Chur-
chill in the 1960s and named Victory Drive. Go over the
next field, cross the road and head slightly left up the bridle-
way through the wood. At the top of the hill, turn left down
a sunken trackway for a short distance and then turn right
and follow the Ridgeway signs through the beech trees.
Because beech casts a dense shade, few flowers and shrubs
manage to grow underneath. Follow the Ridgeway until the
long distance path turns right and the circular walk goes
straight ahead. The path then goes between the edge of the
woodland and a sunken track.

@ Turn left when you reach the lane and then right onto the
bridleway at the main road. Keep right where the track
forks and continue until the bridlegate entering Coombe
Hill, owned by the National Trust. Here the energetic can
climb up the slope on the right, turning left at the top to
reach The Monument, which is dedicated to the Buckin-
ghamshire men who died in the Boer War. The view from
the hilltop extends as far as the Berkshire Downs and the
Cotswolds on a clear day.

o dge of the wood and stream. All along the Chil-
terns springs and streams are found below the steep siopes
where water that has percolated through the chaik reaches
the impervious clay found below. This stream was used by
Ellesborough Corn Mill which was shown on a 1788 map but
was gutted by fire in 1933 and subsequently demolished.
The mill ponds can still be seen and are attractive to a great
variety of wildlife.

After a while the path and the stream diverge and the path
heads out left over the fields and across a farm track and
vack to the main Aviesbury — Princes Risborough road.
Cross the road turn left and then either turn right, after the
“The Crown’ on the Longwick read or carry straight on for
a short cut back to the start {see Section 15). Taking great
care, go under the railway bridge. keep left and after one
field take the footpath on the right before Grove Farm.
Keep close to the hedge towards stiles straight ahead.

When you reach the lane turn left and after ¥ mile join the
North Bucks Way by turning right up a bridleway between
two houses. Atthe end of this 'green lane’, cross the road by
the thatched cottage and head straight across the large field
to the waymarker in the distance. Cross the Aylesbury —
Princes Risborough railway line and follow the path over
the next few fields.

The Old Grange Farmhouse was built in the fifteenth cen-
tury and was originaily owned by Missenden Abbey. The
moat once wusrounded the buildings but only two sides still
exist. The bam was built in 1793 and consists of a timber
frame with weather-boards.

In the field before the main road the undulations show the
remains of @ meslieva! settlement when Great Kimble was
larger. Platforms can still be seen which mark the site of the
former houses. Go through the kissing gate in the corner of
the field and over the road back to the lavby.

(From Section 2} Go over the stile in the 38 W'
far corner of the field, cross the -

tarmacadaiiied drive and follow s
the track through the beechwood. ;
Cross an opern field and go down
through the next wooed, Ellesborough
Warren which is thought to be ore of
only three areas in Britain whera box trees
grow naturaliy.

Beacon Hill. on the right, has evidence

of a round barrow mads by Neolithic Man
and was used as a beacon site for
communicating events such as the
Napoleonic Invasion. The clump of beech
trees on the top of the hill is visible for
much of the walk. Leave the wood and
follow the contours round the hilandonto ___#
Ellesborough Church. On the left

is Cymbeline’s Castle. a good example of a Norman Motte
and Bailey Castie. Cymbeline (or Cunobelin) maybe the
origin of the name Kimble. There is unfortunately no public
access to this site but good views can be had from the foot-
path above {continued at Section 7).
