It was with some apprehension that I joined a full Church Hall, or
is it Village Hall, to witness again the Aston Abbotts Christmas
Show. Rumours abounded in the village for weeks that this year's
show would be a classic, a truly professional extravaganza. A
script prepared by a genuine publisher Gordon Smith (no more
scraps of paper) was typed and bound, and having stage directions.
It was also said that some of the hardy annuals would be
side-lined, replaced by younger, more articulate and skilled
performers.

As a traditionalist, I was concerned that 'The People's Show'
might loose its rustic charm, its local earthiness, its lavatorial
humour and satirical bite, to please the many upwardly mobile
sophisticates from Watford, who now come to the Show in ever
increasing numbers.

The lights dimmed, the heating went off and not a 50 pence
available for the meter. What a great opening number Gordon, the
old guard could not have thought that one up.

A stunning set was
revealed. Aston Abbotts Forest and Cublington Castle in the
distance, all in bright living colour, a glorious setting for
Robin Hood to carry on his good works. Andy Bystras scenery, like
good wine, improves with age. It is a shame the same cannot be
said for the man himself.

Casting Director, Neil Chesher , once again excelled in matching
village Thespians to the plot's characters. It is an onerous
task, as you cannot expect this crew to have any acting ability.
Personality traits must be matched exactly. This Neil has done,
as exemplified by the well known scourge of Heathrows Terminal Two
Excise Inspector, John Whyte, as the Sheriff of Cublington.

The fast moving, articulate story line, the triumph of good over
evil, Robin Hood and his wierdos bitter battle with the despicable

*Normans'. Taking great liberties with historical fact by the

. introduction of machine guns and the odd warble by Dennis Judd and
.some of the Hewitt clan, (how many more do they have at homne)

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did not detract from the main theme. Can there be a more evil
pair than Cublington's Sheriff and The Litter Queen? John Whyte
and Margaret Kent played themselves to a tee. Would you use her
check out desk if you had a choice? The despicable pair kidnapped
the lovely daughter of Robin, sweetly played by Alison Hewitt, and
incarcerated her (locked her up) in Cublington Castle under guard
by two 'Right Normans'. Chris Brandon and Gordon Smith brought
outrageous comic relief to an otherwise serious script.

Sex raised its head again this year in the guise of Maid Marion.
Tony Hewitt gets more alluring each year, the silicone implant
operation undergone earlier in the year was very prominent.

Put the container straight on to the soil so that {
any liquid can drain away. The quicker you fill the container,
the sooner you will be able to use the compost. Remember
that farge amounts added at one go will decompose faster

" than small quantities added now and again. :

itis important to use a good mix of materials, from soft
grass cuttings to tough weeds. Too much soft material will
end up slimy and smelly while too much tough material will -

- take years to rot. '

When adding garden or kitchen waste, press it down gently
and evenly to the zdges of the container. If ‘9\9
the heap is very dry. water it. o

Compost is ready for use after 6-12 3
months, when all the ingredients have turned
dark brown or biack and smell sweet and
earthy. Use it o the flowerteds and in
the vegetable patch.

Autumn leaves are a valuable resource — they make \
" an excellent soil conditioner. Leaves are slow to
‘. rot, so they are normally kept separate from "
the compost heap. Stack them in a wire
mesh bin to stop them blowing away or
in black plastic bags. If the leaves are
dry, hose them down while you're
Ml stacking them. In a year’s time the
(] resulting ‘leafmould’ can be used in the
i| garden — spread on the lawn or dug
into flower beds and vegetable patches.
If you wait two years, leafmould can be . .
used as an alternative to peat in potting
soils. You can speed
up this process by
spreading the leaves
¥ over the lawn and
¥ mowing them. This chops
up the leaves and collects them
all in one go.

MULCHES

Mulching simply means ¢overing the ground with a layer of
material. It has several uses — clearing and controlling weéds,
improving the soil structure, feeding the soil and keeping :
it moist — depending on the materials you make the
mulches with. C
Mulches act as an insulating blanket on the soil, so should
only be put down when the soil is wet and warm, such as in
late spring or early autumn. Mulches can be put down round
plants already in place, or you can grow plants through them.
‘Instead of using lawn mowings on a compost
i* heap, you'can use them on flower beds as %
mulches. Place them in a layer 5-8 cm (2-3
inches} deep around plants that are growing
well. Grass mulch feeds and keeps the soil
moist and should be topped up every
"1 4-5 weeks. ‘ |
Newspapers and cardboard are '
'+ good for controlling weeds.
Lay these on the soil and
cover with a thick layer of
leafmould, grass mowings,
hedge clippings or logs to
make sure they don't blow away.
Plastic bags and bin liners are
equally effective for clearing areas of
weeds. :

« TRENCH COMPOSTING

This is an easy method of disposing of
kitchen scraps in the winter when
compost heaps are mostly inac-
tive. At the same time you will
have prepared a perfact site

for planting a crop of peas or
runner beans the following
spring. ,

Dig a trench 30cm (12 inches)
wide and deep. Lire the bottom of the
trench with old Brussels sprout stems

{brassica stems) if you have
) them and chop them up
with a spade. Empty your scraps
into the trench, covering each bucketful
with a layer of soil. Be careful not to throw
in fish or meat scraps as these will attract
cats and rats. o ‘
When the trench is full, cover with the remaining
soil and leave it to settle for a couple of months. Then plant
your beans or peas. ’

"FAITH IN THE COUNTRYSIDE"

"Faith in the Countryside™ is the title of a new report from the Archbishops®
Commission on Rural Areas (ACORA). It is the sequel to the much-discussed "Faith

in the City" which many people in rural communities and churches will have discussed.
Indeed, many may have contributed to the Church's Urban Fund. But how many of

you, even though you may live in the rural areas, have heard or read "Faith in

the Countryside"? Perhaps not many.

The Buckinghamshire Council for Voluntary Service (BCVS) and the Archdeaconery

of the county are hoping to work together to publicise the findings and recommend-
ations of "Faith in the Countryside", and also to show people how they can have

Some say and some input into how their own villages and church communities develop.
Perhaps you don't think it will affect your own area - but did you know that

the Oxford diocese (which includes Buckinghamshire) was one of the first to be
visited by the Archbishops' Commissioner and that oral and written evidence

was gathered on lack of low-cost housing, poor public transport and lack of facilites
and training?

The report makes 148 recommendations - not only to the Church but also to local
and national government. These suggestions include:

* Each parish should initiate a village appraisal which can find out what
local people need and want and which can be used as a policy statement for
the village (BCVS can help with this)

* National Government should remove restrictions on local authorities income
from house sales so that the money can once again be used to build new social
housing.

f There should be national and parish-level studies of rural transport needs

and encourage more people to volunteer for hospital and social car schemes
or community mini-bus projects.

* Parochial Church Councils should be involved in identifying Church land
that might be used to develop low-cost housing for local people.

Most of us are aware of the problems of rural areas and how Church and County
are coming together to work on those problems. BCVS and the Archdeaconery plan
seminar events on Faith in the Countryside early next year, but if you would
like to know more please contact:
