RECTCR'S REPOR

I am not a great fan of Motorways, although I can
happi}ly while away the odd hour with a map. I think

I probably enjoy planning the route almost as much

as I enjoy the journey. But Motorways seem not to have
recognisable landmarks - one stretch looks very much
like all the rest.

In terms of time, Motorways are ideal, taking you
from A ¥o B, cogering the miles at high speed, But
there are other routes that can be chosen, It is
sometimes more pleasant to plan a route from town to
town along the route - even if not all of the towns
have bypasses. This breaks the Journey into stages
of more convenient size, Or there are the more
leisurely routes through sometimes narrow, twisting
roads - these can be very pretty, although time
consuning. We plan our route in accordance with the
Journey we are making, sometimes one way, sometimes
another. We can even pick two contrasting routes -
because very often we have to come home again later,

Unless we are familiar with the route we have selected,

As we Jjourney through life it is importart that we
know where we are heading, and from time to time
check our route - because it is extremely éasy to
become side-tracked or to lose our way altogether.
I hope that you are still on your 'Right Road'.

We decided to try again to get a footway light installed at
the bungalows in Bricstock.
